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Water Quality
The impacts of diffuse pollution on water quality is a
topical issue with British anglers.  The perception is that
they will find pure water in Norway, teeming with salmon,
unlike their home waters!



Vulnerability to Spates
British anglers are well used to low flows and then
heavy spates.  Is there sufficient information for visiting
anglers so that they know what to expect?

However, there may
be local traditions or rules which British anglers are not
aware of.  Are these easily available in fishing lodges
etc?



Fly or Spinner?

We all hope to see many Norwegian salmon like this in
the pools, but what are the rules regarding fishing for
them?  Is it fly only, or can we spin as well?  Are the
rules clearly stated and posted in fishing lodges?



Safety
Since two UK anglers were drowned in Russia in 2004,
British anglers are very aware of safety issues:

• Are the boats modern and safe, with anchors?

• Are Life jackets provided, or available locally?
• Are local guides safety and first aid trained?



Retain or Release?

British anglers now release more than 50% of their
salmon.

What are the local rules?  Are they well publicised so
that visiting anglers are not embarrassed?
